Grading System:
Your grade in this class will be determined by the following.  
:  Weekly Notebook Checks = 30% (200 pts a week).

:  Tutorial Participation = 30% (50 pts a week).

:  Class work/Projects = 20% (points vary).

:  Participation = 10% (points vary).

:  Community service = 10% (one time grade per semester).

Class Requirements:
Each student will need to bring the following to every class:
1. a three ring binder.  
2. a packet of note cards.  
3. 5 labeled dividers. (one for each subject except P.E.)

4. lined paper to use for notes.
5. a pouch for pens and pencils.
6. a minimum of two pens (2 different colors of ink) and pencils with an eraser.
7. a minimum of one highlighter.
In addition to the above-listed items, you will be expected to use a planner.  Knight High School provides one for you at no cost; you may utilize this one or another type of your choice. If you lose your planner, you can purchase a new one at the student store for $5.00.
Cornell Notes:
Knight High School has implemented the Cornell note-taking system school-wide, which I will explain to you.  This may be a review for some students, but since you’ll need to use these in EVERY class, you will need to become experts at this. You will be expected to take a minimum of three pages of notes per week in each class.  The weekly notebook checks are 25% of your grade in the class.  Learning Logs may be substituted for one day of notes.
Tutorials:
The tutorial component of this class is of extreme importance.  Therefore, you will need to remember that this class is not a study hall to complete homework or projects.  It is, however, a unique opportunity for you to work collaboratively with students in the same subject area and receive assistance from the college tutors.  Their function is to guide you in finding the correct answers. Your participation in the collaborative group sessions is essential to your success in the program.
